Bubble, the grandmother in Su-
san Sandler's comedy “Crossing
Delancey” is a characler actor's
dream role, and Sylvia Kauders
wrings every lota of humor from
the part in a performance likely to
set a standard for this theater sea-
son.

Kauders created the role- In the
original New York production and
brings ber Inimitable Bubbie te the
Jewish Enscmbie Theatre in West
Bloomfield. One part chutzpah, one
part dotlng, cooking, worrying, lov-
Ing grandma, and onc part smart
mouth — that’s Bubbie.

WHEN she sets her mind to find-
ing a nlee, Jewish iman for her con-
tentedly single  granddaughter,
1zzy, she's a lactical genlus. Bubble
only looks llke a barmtess, dimunl-
tive old lady wearing an apron and
sensible shoes. She's really a tiger.
in camouflage.

In “Crossing Delancey” the ro-
mantic comedy plot line offers no
profound revelations. “Delancey”
{ells delightfully ibe old boy meets
Rirl story, and affirms bellef in
fove and marriage, in family tles,
and Jewlsh tradition underscored
by a sprinkling of Yiddish llnes in
the seript.

“Boy” selis pickles on New
York's lower East side; "girl" sells
books Uptown. Boy woos glrl with
belp from Bubbic and from Han-
nah, a wheellng and deallng match-
maker with a big mouth, a blgger
appetite, and a fondness for bright,
brazen floral prints that are as col-
orful.and as lacking In subticty as
she is. Elizabeth Weiss brings Han-

nah to full blown life.

DIRECTOR MORTON Zleve
keeps the schmaltz of the plot line
In balance with the zing of bumor,
and the utterly non-saccharine
characters of Bubble and Hannah.
David Fox plays down the role of
Tyler. the author who infatuares
1zzy. He's a pompous egotist whose
charm shines In her daydreams far
more brilliantly than in WWe.

Both romantle leads, Carol Lem-
pert as Izzy and Thom Galasso as
Sam project a convincing slncerity
that makes their cventual patring a
satistying concluston — two gf
people who deserve cach other.

Lampert with her anchor woman
deep voice and modern attitudes is, .
thankf{ully, no cloying Ingenve. And
Galasso Is no schlemic) at the
hands of manlpulating women.

The un-presupposing open-
walled sct gives the play a sense of
place without stealing scenes from
the characters — not that any set
anywhere could - upstage elther
Kauders or Weiss — and food on
looks lusclous
enough to make any good grandma
roud.

An orlglnal clarlnet theme
threads though the action and
eches Klezmer music as it recalls
the modern story's ethnlc roots.
Black and white photographs of
New York on the backdrop give
particular time and place to this
nleely staged boy meets girl story.
