*THE HUNTING SEASON

The host of waterfow]l which
hovers over thousands of Michi-
gan lakes, swamps and river bot-
toms in the solitude of the open
country are now at the mercy of
the hunters.

The state season
geese, coots, plover, rails and
snipe opened September 16, at
sunrise and it is estimated by the
State department of conservation
that almost 400,000 resident and
non-resident small game hunting
licenses will be sold between now
and January 1, when the season
on most small game closes.

There ave plenty of ducks in
the state, according to reports to
the department here. The sue-

on  ducks.

“lcess of the hunters. will depend

on the weather. I the - “R”
months are calm, the water fowl
fiy out into the big lakes and
stay there—safe from the weap-
ons of hunters hiding in. the
rushes on shore. If the season
is marked by frequent heavy
storms, however, the birds seek
the protection of inland lakes and
shore marshes. :

State regulations passed by the
1925 legislature, however, protect
duck from the, more unrestricted
slaughter by ambitious hunters
Shot guns which contain more
than six shells cannot be used
and blinds on inland lakes must
be anchored within 500 feet of
the shore. Hunting from motor
boats or sail boats is unlawful.

Day limits restrict the number
of ducks in possession to 30 and
othep shore bird to 25. The daily
limit for ducks is 15 and it is un-
lawful to kill more than 15 shore
birds of all kinds in a day.
*Hunting befween sunset
sunrise is prohibited.

The hunting season will reach
an anti-climax Qctober 25, when
the season opens on game birds
rabbits, squirrels and other smal!
game.  The season on partridge
pheasant, praivie chicken ‘and
squirrels last only one week, but
it is unlawful to hunt other small
game ‘until the first of the year.
and the season is open on rabbits
in; the upper peninsula until Feb-
ruary :the 15th, !

‘There are more partridge 'in
the north woods this season than
last vear when the birds were
particularly scarce and the limit-
ed open season on pheasants last
fall does not seem to have dimin-
ished the supply of the gorgeous-
ly plumed birds. It is now per-
missible to shoot four male pheas-
ants during the open week, but
only two in one day. .

The limit on partridge and
prairie chicken is 10. Prairie
chickens have been reported in
large number in several sections.

In addition to the 400,000 small
game . licenses which sell to resi-
dents' for $1.25 each and to non-
residents for $10, the department
of conservation estimates at least
40,000 deer licenses will be sold
during the open season in Novem-
ber. License to kill one deer costs
$2.50 for residents and $50 foi
non-residents. :

Licenses may beé obtained from

ized agents. Hunters are warned
to study local regulations before
the season opens as several or-
ders have been issued by the de-
partment establishing closed sea-
son on certain ganfé in given lo-
calities. All townships in which
state game preserves are located
are ¢losed to all hunting and sev-
eral other closing lorders have
been placed in effect for prevent-
ing unwarranted slaughter -.of
game.
