Damage from the
fire was slight, although
inches of water covered the up-/
-per floor of the building.

floor would hardly catch fire
from a match or cigarette stub
points to the setting of the blaze
by a. “firebug.”

Deputy Sheriffs W. E. Coe and,

The two men, of Mexican birth,
and a woman companion in the
back seat, were taken to the jail
at Pontiac.

All are of Flint. The woman is
said to have confessed that they
had comniitted a robbery in Flint
and had theén driven to Wauke-
gan, 1ll. While there the men be-
came involved in a quarrel 'with
two fellow countrymen and in the
argument, killed them. The men,
