Section 2. All permits shall be
cbtained from the City. Clerk but
only after the plans or blue prints
have been approved by the Com-
mission, and the endorsement of
the Commissioner of Streets and
Sidewalks appears thereon.’
Section 3. No person shall post,
rlace or put any bill, sign, notice,
placard or other encumbrance on
any tree, fountain, post, railing,
fence or other erection in or,sur-
rounding any park or cemetery.
Section 4. The notices to be
given by the Supt. of Public
Works as above shall be served
upon the owner or occupant, con-
tractor or builder and if they or
either or any of them cannot be
fuond it shall be securely. posted
in some conmspicuous place on
such premises or abutting build-
ing. Provided, that a compliance

of the obstruction by the Supt. of
Public Works shall not operate
as a suspension of the penaltiés
of this ordinance; ‘apd that for
each and every day that any vie-
lation of the provisipns of this
ordinance gcontinues after notice
as above until removal, the owner
or occupant, or builder or contrac
tor, as the case may be, either
or all, may be complained of as
for an original and distinct of-
fense, and may be punished as
hereinafter provided.

~Section 5. Any violation of *the
provisions of -this ordinance shall
be punished by a fine not to ex-
eeed One Hundred ($100.00) Dol-
lars and costs of prosecution, and
the offender may be imprisoned
in the Oaklend County Jail until
the payment thereof; providing,
however, that the term of such
imprisonment shall not exceed
