After many years in spe-
cial education, Mrs. Maxine
Freeborn hardly ever uses
the term “retarded” when
she’s talking about a child.”

“It’s a matter of finding
out how that particular child
learns,” she says. “You have
to learn how to overcome the
learning disability he may
have.

“And when I talk to the
parents of a slow-learning
child so that they can help
him, too, I always point out
that everyone has some
areas in which he can’t keep

p.
“I'm pretty retarded my-
self when it comes to art.”

THAT'S THE APPROACH
that has made teaching such
a rewarding career for this

+ white-haired teacher consult-

ant in the South Redford
School District. She retires
this spring after 18 years in
her present post and many
more in a wide variety of
educational situations.

All the way along, Mrs.
Freeborn has found that
working with children, teach-
ers and parents ‘“‘really
makes life worthwhile.”

Currently confined to her
home because of a hip-injury,
Mrs. Freeborn is anxiously
awaiting a return to the
schools where she so much
enjoys helping children in
difficulties find a way to
learn.

“‘Children learn to read by -

various methods,” she ex-
plained.

“There are those who do it
by the visual method, and
those who use the auditory
system. There’s a combina-
tion of those two.

“‘And for some children,
it’s the kinaesthetic-tactile
approach that gets through—~
they learn by feel. So one
thing I've done to help them

MAXINE FREEBORN’'S
father was a school board
member with a great admira-
tion for educators, so she
grew up in Bad Axe, Mich.,
with the idea that she would
eventually be a teacher.

But she made up her mind,
when she finished high school
and took some special exams
so she could teach and earn
money for college, that she
wouldn't stay in the field un-
less she really loved it.

A year in a one-room, all-
grade schoolroom in Huron
County convinced her she did
indeed want to continue
teaching.

Then followed several
years of study at Eastern
Michigan University, with
time out for a couple of
years of teaching in a Romu-
lus Township school.

“It was an area of truck

port,” she recalled. “There
was every nationality repre-
sented, and I learned a great
deal from the children in that
school.”

in Dearborn, as classroom
teacher, teaching principal
and principal.

Her’ work with 4H there
brought her an award from
the Michigan State Extension
for her efforts to bring volun-
teers into the program.

1 used to make it a point
to help the children there who
had trouble learning,” Mrs.
Freeborn said. “I'd take sev-
eral at a time and work with
them to discover their partic-
ular problem. It helped the
teachers as well as the child-
ren.”

MRS. FREEBORN next
was asked to become a visit-
ing teacher for the Wayne
County office, again working
with students in trouble and
trying to spot their problem.

“There too I enjoyed work-
ing with a variety of par-
ents,” she recalls, “and for
the first time I worked with
agencies such as welfare and
children’s aid.”

Marriage and the birth of a
son, Alan, then took her out
of the teaching field for
seven years, and she went to
Wayne State University to
get bachelor and master’s
degrees in special education.

When she returned to the
classroom, it was to the
Mason School in South Red-
ford as substitute teacher of
a fifth and sixth grade class.

“Within two weeks I was
asked to stay full time,” she
remembers, “‘and at the end
of my second year I was
asked to move into the new
special education program.”

*‘A challenging job" is how
she describes the work now,
looking back after 18 years.

MRS. FREEBORN said
she and other teacher con-
sultants “‘sort of felt our
way" for two years, and fi-
nally got together in a work-
shop ‘‘when the program
really jelled.’

It was then, she said, that
the consultants agreed that
retardation is often a matter
of learning disability, and
that if a learning method can
be found and the reading
problem can be worked out
other difficulties seem to fall
into place.

“What we try to do,” she
said, “is get a child's reading
