Organizing To Combat

The. Michigan Bankers’ Associa-
tion is now preparing to take:up
the fight against banditry in qhis
state. The Vigilante Plan adopt-
ed in several border states has ap-
pealed to officers of the associa-
tion and it is now to be tried out
in Michigan if present pljns are
carried out.
" H. M. Brown, secretary of the
Michigan Bankers’ Association
has just sent out to membership
banks throughout the state the

" following bulletin which tells of
the plan propesed:

Bank robbers in Michigan are
growing bolder every day. In
point of fact, if an organized re-
gistance is not opposed to them
soon, they will get completely dut
of hand. i

It was with this state of affairs
in mind that Former President
Case at our last annual convention
appointed a committee to investi-
gate this matter and try to find
a solution for it. Mr, Paul J. Ull-
tlch of Mount Clemens was made
chairman of that committee and
serying with him are Mr. F. W.
Merrick of Lansing and Mr. B. P.
Sherwood of Grand Haven.

After compiling statistics ‘of
bank attacks in Michigan—statjs- |-
tics that revealed the extreme

gravity of the situntion—they cast
7 about for a remedy. They found
that the Indiana, Illinois, Iowa,
Wisconsin, Kansas and Minnesota

bankers’ associations had inaug-|..

urated what was known as the

Vigilante Plan for eradicating

bank bandits. The success obtain-

ed by these bankers’ associations
" was phenomenal. '

In the case of the Indiana Bank-
ers’ Association, it was found that
during their first year of opera-
tion under the Vigilante Plan, the
number of bank robberies in that
state was reduced EIGHTY-FOUR
PER CENT; the amonnt of money
stolen was reduced\ SEVENTY-
NINE PER CENT. .

This investigation also revealed
the fact that gince those sister
states -of Michigan surounding
our borders—Indiana, Illinois and
Wisconsin—had offered organized
resistance to these potential mur-
derers, they naturally would fol-
low the line of least resistange
and prey on those localities that
were not prepared to oppose them
with force. That means that
Michigan is fash becoming the
hunting grounds of criminals whe
formerly operated in all the bor-
der states,

Your ‘committee therefore got
in touch with Mr.. Joseph Rylands
of Chicago, the man who put on
the field campaign for the Indiana
Bankers’ Assdciation. After ex-
plaining to the committee - the]
method of operation in Indiana,
he was invited to appear before
-our Executive Council at its Mid-
Winter Meeting. At this meeting
he went into details on the plan,
answering all questions put  fo
him.

The Council then went into de-
liberation session with the result

_ that your committee was instruct-
ed: to engage Mr. Rylands to do
similar work in Michigan. Since
the entire plan is built around the
county sheriff, meetings will be
held in each county seat. It ig
urged that every bank in the coun-
ty 'be represented at these meet-
ings by as many of its officers as
