On March 5 Deputy Wilson with
Deputies McKinley and Coe. went
to the Machinski home, near
Fourth Gaté to execute a search
warrant issued out of Justire
Schulte's court of this city, When
Wilson knacked at the door it wae
opened by the defendant who
thrust the muzzle of a shot: igun
in the deputys face and ﬁredi in-
flieting a serious wound ‘xnd de-
stroying the right eye:
