It in just
as important to vqte for your lo-
cal legislator and your Congress-
man as it is for. your Goveruor
or the President of the United
States. After all,j it is in local
affairs that you have a first con-
sideration because -it s your
schools, hospitals, | streets, roads,
sanitation, that so|much is mean:
for your comfort, health, educa-
tion of your children and the de-
velopment of your locality, Fur-
thermore,. if you are interested in
local politics you \\;ill of necessity
be interested in national polities
and you will take an interest in
your Congressman, and Senator
and in what they are doing in a
national way for the country. The
great burden todayjon the nation
is found in local taxes and this is
primarily due to the indifference
of the ordinary citizen te local
affairs. There is, of course, an-
other phase of jthe situation
which must be considered. There
are some men who are intense'y
interested in their| home town,
who pay no attention to state-
wide matters or national matters.
That is illogical anfl bad. Never-
theless it is a safe|assertion thal
if you are not very|definitely con-
cerned with local political aifairs
you will extend yotir interests te
the state and natjon. Business
men cannot hope to have the bus-
iness affairs of their towns, vil-
lages, or cities run in a business
way unless they and those asso-
ciated with them {ake an uctive
and direct and vital part. We do
not preach partianship to, you be-
cause partisanship fhas nothing to
do with, the busingss of govern-
ment, and particularly with local
government. Every business man
should not merely] have a pride
in his home town,|but he should
take an active part in its affairs.
The exercise of | the electoral
Yranchise in so-called off years
does not. seem to appeal to most
of our people. Irjis a great and
grave mistake.—Fred D. Keister.

The Department of Commerce
at Washington aennources that,
accordink to the 1 urns received,
there were 39,7 arriages per-
formed in Michiy. during the
year 1926, as compared with 48,-
276 in 1925, representing a d
crease of 6,488 or 14 per cent.
This decrease is, in all probabil-
ity due mainly to the enactmen
in 1925 of a law requiring app
cation for a marriage license fi
days in' advance of the dute

which the license is to be issue
During the year 1926 there
were 9,648 divorces granted in the
state, as compared with 9,541 in
1925, representing an increase pf
107, or :1.1 per cent. There were
101 marriages annulled in 1926.
The estimated population of
Michigan on July 1, 1026, was 4,
396,000, and on July 1, 1925, c‘l,A
284,000. On the basis of theFe
estimates, the nnmber of mar-
riages per 1,000 of the population
was 9.1 in 1926, as against 10.8
in 1925; and the number of di-
‘vorces per 1,000 of the population
was 2.19 in 1926, as against 2.23
in 1923. . ;

The number of marriages per-
formed;and the number of divore-
es granted were furnished by the
State Department of Health. The
figures :for 926° are preliminary
and subject to correction.
