Rhodes wus a major flgure in the
ceramlc arts ln the United States,
working as an author, 4 teacher and
an artist. He wrote six books, pub-
lishe¢ wunerous articles and
touched countless lives through bis
teaching. lectures and’ workshops,
which. he presented at varlous uni-
versitics and art centers around the
world.

The exhibition focuses primarily
on two bedies of work, tie Guardlan
Figure and the Head Series, dating
from the carly-to late 1380s. Some
earlier vessels, drawings and paint-
ings ure atso :included. - Although
Rhodes ‘was known primarily as a
ceramic seulplor, he was trained as
a painter and continued to work two-
dimenslonally throughout his carcer.
