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Fraud risk: It can be reduced

bove received free fbm the police
department.

In June, a Clarkston wumon
received a call from o business
cluiming to be an investigative firm.
‘The caller told her the firm had in-
speeted Uhe books of Meijers ond
had discovered thit she had been
uvercharged and asked for her eredit
number to make an adjustment ¢n
her aceount.

These are lwa exemples of credit
card fraud that is becoming mure
widespread. In fact, une  major
creditor reports that Jossex have
duubled 19491990,

An estimated $1-83 billion is lost
to credit card fraud industry.wide,

Thuse losses result in higher annu-
al fees, higher interest estes and
higher prices to the consumer for
gouds and services,

This crime can take many forins,
including cards never teceived, mail
andl telephone order fraud, coun-
terfeit cords and fraudulent eredit
cord opplications, By foltowing
these suggestions from the National
Bunk of Detroit, you can protect
yourself from becoming a victim:

® When you're In the store, keep
the raleaperson in sight, making
sure he or she runs only one salea
wlip. Before sigming, check your
antes slip for accueacy, destroying it
if it is innccurnte. Take your cor.
bons with you or watch the
walesperson deatroy them. Thieves
often memorize nrcount numbers,
%o make sure no one ix watching or
staring ot your card when you use
it.

® Avoid giving your credit cand
number over the phone even if the
person suys he or she L fram your
Lank or credit card company atxl
wants ta verify yaur atcuunt num-
Der. Dun't give your number unless
yuou initiste l)\c call and are sure the
company you're dealing with is le.
gitimate. Check Iml'urdmnd with lo-

number ia needed to hold the prize,
don’t give your number, it coull be
Juat  ploy to get your account num-
ber or to sell you something you
tlon’t want.

® Memorize your personal flen-
tification number. Your PIN s your
seeret access codde that allows you to
get cash from an automntic teller
machine. Be sure 10 keep it in a wofe
pince, separate from your card.

# Check your credit card state-
ments every month. Make sure
there are no unauthorized charges
and thot the amount on cach trans.
naction matchen with the amount of
your recelpt. If you find discrepon-
cien, coll your ceedit card company
immediately and follow up with a
tetter ta protect your rights. I you
fuel thut you have been the victim of
fraud, write down as many facts as
you can remember and contact your
credit card company. The compony
may be able to chasge liack any pur-
chases related to the Incident.

# Keep your cardn in a safe ploce
s you would your cash, eapecially
when you travel. Avold leaving your

cards in your luggage, briefeane, car
or yuur hotel reom when yuu are not
there. I you carey u purse or wallet,
alwoya hung on to It. Approximately
70 percent of stolen credit cards are
taken from wamen'a handbaga.

® Destroy your cards when they
expire. If you dan't buve your new
enrd by the expiration date, contact
the cord insuer immuiliately. Cut up
your card and return It to the card
issneg when you close an account.

® Keep on inventory of your
credit cards, including yuur account
number and expiration dote, as well
as the emergency number to catl In
cuse your card in lost or stalen.
Keep thin Information in o safe
place anid call the card isauer imme-
diotely if you find thot your card in
missing. You are not liahle for un-
autharized use of your card after
you natify the issuer, but you may
have some liobility for feoudulent
wse of your cand hefure §t's reported,

® Be sure to file n police report if
your card in ntolen, Be careful if you
receive u coll from someone who
wayn he or she by your card and
will return it. It coultd be o ploy 1o
keep you from seporting your lost
card,
