Nearly 60 percent of those regis-
tered at county shelters are malen,
according to 1991 statistics. That
figure, however, includes children
who - as & group — account for
two of every five homeleas county

residents.

To no one's great murprise, more
than 70 percent of tho humeless
were alko unemployed, but about 15
percent had at least a past-time Job.

Locey said the county fs suffi-
ciently equipped to mect current
needs,

“We saw the cutoff In gencral ss-
ce comlng and we prepured
forit,” he said.
