Steve Gornall gives Motor City the blues

Blues man: Steve Gornall is
gone, but his Blue Collar
Blues Band is still playing in
the Detroit area.

Blues Band have been local fixtures
for yenrs. From Sisko's to Mr. Lou's
e Sully’s, where they supplied my
first tuste of live munic for the year,
pateons have leen lined up and
geared up for Goenull's revved up tnke
an the ruckin® blues.

Nane of the acelaim that's come his
way, must especially since the release
of the extraerdinary “Steve Gornall &
The Blue Collar Blues Band” disc an
the locai Blues Factory label, has
gone to his head. Like most overnight
sensations, he's been ot this for
nwhile.

In the enrly 19708, his bond Na-
ture, which was the pride of Livonia
and opened for loeal illuminories like
Bab Seger and Ted Nugent, gave him
his fiest tuste of fame. He traces his
enthuslosm and involvement, howev.
er, back to the seventh geade, when he
and Rabert Noll, another of the main

players in the local blues community,
started jamming.

Naolt went to Chicago and worked
with legends like Albert Collins and
Big Twist. Gorooll spent a decade in
the trenches of the Hollywood cut-
throat Top 40 and rock world of the
1970s-80%, where he worked with
*whoever would pay” him. Among
those were Paul Warren, former
Daoors keyboardist Roy Manzarek and
Richard Marx, with whom he
appeared on that hastion of pop mu.
sfe, “Americon Bandstand,” By the
time he got back home, he was ready
to dive head-first into the honesty off
blues musle,

The Blue Collar Blues Bond, an-
chored by drummer Vinnle Scalabri-
no amd bassist Tim Garedek, and
featuring the secret weapon of hare
wmonica playing lcon Kenny Welk, is a
band that burps in a big way, and
frantman Gornall is as a tight bundle
of music energy.

Guy, Freddie Ring and Eddy Clear-
water, he's o wholly unique player in
hix own right. A writer of classicol
propections, he's ahsorbed the past 30
years of rock and blues guitar heri-
toge, distilled it and alluded to it all
over the new dise,

“All You Gotta Do,” fur instance,
has an opening right out of Jimi Hen-
drix's *Belly Button Window," while
“Daddy's  Little Girl” takes the
Chuck Berry highwoy and “Red Hot™
works o CCR “Born on the Boayou”
grouve into the introduction, On “7-
11 Sunset Strip,” the band works in a
style that would do Little Charlle and
the Nighteats proud, and “Heart on
the Ground” comes straight out of an
Otix Rush bag.
