ing is that you can catch Inm
mouth on nearly every take in the
state. Smallmouth are a little
more particular but sl very
plentiful.

You don't need a huge boat
with downriggers. eight cylinders
and a skippee's mate to fish for

bass. A small two-man fishing
boat is more than rnough to paci-
fy moat, but even that isn't con-
sidered mandatory bass fishing
equipment. Many trophy bass are
caught each year by anglers fish-
ing from ahore or a dock.

‘This excitement and availabili.
ty are the driving force behind the
increased popularity of bass fish-
ing in recent years. Basa boats,
bass baits and bass boaks are hot
items in sporting goods stores,
and bass tournaments are surfac-
ing all over the place. (Butlllzhl
even prumotes “Bassball” in one
of its commerviala.)

While lhey arc a blast to catch,
bass aren’t real tasty, as they tend
to have a strung, murky flavar,
Perch, walleye and bluegill work
much, much better when filling a
plate for dinner. Most anglers
pursue bass strictly for the fight
and excitement of the catch, then
release the fish back into the wa-
ters to battle another angler on
another day.
