Afier ali, be
said, they are Canadians who died
fighting for the United ‘States in
Vietnam. . .

“Por every Canadian, they might
have saved an American life,” John-
son satd. “How many lives did they
save? We ows them a debt of grati-
tude.”

Johnson formed & group with an-
other Vietnam voteran and retired
Southfietd police officer, Rick
Gldner, called the Michigan Associ-
ation of Concerned Veterana.
