17
slaying of Fredorick Gobow, 29, of
Radcll(l, Ky.

Gobow, o nutlvo of Brooklyn,
Mich., was shot in the neck and
leg from outslde his mobile home
with a .22-caliber handgun as he
dressed for work and his girifriend
stood nearby, pollce satd. He died
two doys Inter,

Police sald Gabow's estranged
wifo and other acquaintances con-
splred In the killing, and nows re-
ports sald a life insuranca policy
may have had a role in the inci-
dent.
