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Gage misses high court seat, may get another

Part of the fun in the after-
math of an election is specula-
tion about who will {ill vacancies
created by the outeome.
One_scenario includes Oak-
1and Circuit Judge Hilda R.
Gage who ran a vigorous but
unsuccessful race for the Michi-
gan Supreme Court.

Uncertified figures from Michi-
gan election officials indicate
that Gage finished third —
behind winners'James H. Brick-
-ley, an incumbent justice from
‘Traverse City, and Marilyn J.

Kelly, a court of appeals judge
from Bloomficld Hills.

Gage garnered 964,145 votes
-and lost to Brickley, the top vote
getter, who received 1,331,654
votes and Kelly, the runner-up,
who received 1,099,391,

Gage finished ahead of fourth
place finisher, William B. Mur-
hy , nn appeals court judge
rom East Grand Rapids, who
+ pulled 881,027 votes,

tory doesn’t necesaarily
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end with Gage losing, according
to rampant speculation.

Kelly's winning a seat on the
high court creates a vacancy on
the Court of Appeals, a seat to be
filled by Gov, John M. Engler,
who supported Gage in her bid
for the supreme court.

Gage Friday said she has
thought about the Court of
Appeals, but hasn't decided
whether she would be interested.

Asked if she had discussed the
possibility with Engler, the judge
answered, “I can't answer that.”

A political insider, however,
said that's a “distinct possibility.

“Since the governor supported
Judge Gage for the state’s high-
est court,” said the insider, who
preferred not to be identified.
“It's logical he would support her
for the court of appeals. And,
since it's his (the governor's)
appointment ... ."

The ripple cffect doesn't stop
there.

The appointment of Gage to
the court of appeals would create
