“As a board, we want to respond to the needs,
as opposed to the wants,” said Cibor of Oak-
land County’s licensing board, which routinely
issues permits to law cnforcement agents,
hunters, target shooters and business peoplo.

The board alse grants CCWs to individuals
secking a hand, or 1 pi ion, if
they can document an elevated need, said Cibor.

“Fhey are personally ogainst the permits.
It's their personal philosophy,” said
Moorhatch, whose CCW safety certificates —
a state requirement for the permit — are valid
in Onkland, Wayne and Macomb counties.

But Onkland County staff attorney
Edward Cibor, who aits on the licensing
board as a representative of the Oakland
County Prosccuting Attorney's Office dis-
agreed with his asscrtion, citing an increase
in the number of CCWs issued laat year.

“I think the board tries to be responsive
to the needs of npplicants,” he said, “There
has been an increase in the permits, a sig-
nificant increase.”

In fact, the board issued 2,720 CCWs in
1997, about 19 percent more than in 1996,

But Southfield Police Chicf Joaeph
Thomas, who said the number of permits
issued to Southfield residents was declin-
ing, aligned Oakland County’s strict CCW
policy with a larger philosophy of cesitrol-
ling crime, rather than with the peraonal
opiniona of the licensing board.

“Tt is more difficult to get a handgun in Oak-
land County than anywhere else in the stato,”
Thomns said, *Simply because we try to control
anything like that. Even the sentences for erime
in Oakland County aro the maximum. We're -
very strict. ...Wo tako o dogmatic approach.”

Thomas also theorized that fewer county
residenta were secking handgun permits.

“People are finding out that approximately
83 percent of the weapons pf for home

protection are used against family members
and friends, not burglars.”
