That would be different from
the 1992 try, which Lauhoff said
had much to do with the fact the
DDA and residents “didn't talk
to each other as much as they
should have, They made deci-
sions without wmmunity input.
I know that has changed.”

“When thot thing started, it
was just going to be 10-fect high
and stuck at tho corner,” Carvell
said. “By the time it got through
the architects it was a 30-foot
brick tower aticking up there ... a
monatroaity,

“Thia time, if it's somewhat the
same way, I think you'd have the
same (negative publie)
vesponse.”

There is one way a clock could
go up before the DDA gets to the
Grisdim proposal. Residents or
businesses could donate funds
for o pedestal clock, the kind
that is a highlight of Northville’s
downtown. In that city, a clock is
mounted on a pedestal and rises
12 feet above the ground.

“I know when that corner was
completed (five ycars ago),”
Lauhoff said, “pcople mentioned
it would have been nico to have a
pedestal clock thcrc It would fit
the decor of the cra.”

Hg said the DDA would be
appreciative of anyone coming
forward, to help partner such an
endeavor.,

Carvell also likes the idea of a
pedestal clock. “That, I'd proba-
bly go for.”
