Despite public oriticism, Farmingtoa
Hills Police Chief Bill Dwyer said he's
going to continue to go after large scale
gambling operations like the one authori-
tiea raided in Royal Oak,

cute a search warrant at an invitation-only
party at the Royal Oak Music Theater Jan.

Though police arrested four people on
drugs and weapons charges and seized
$220,000 in cash, some have questioned
whether such raida are necessary.

On Jan. 26, Royal Oak police dropped
mindemeanor charges againet 360 peoplo
ticketed for loitering at a place of illegal
gambling.

Tho Royal Oak city attorney could not be
reached for comment. Reports indicate
charges were dropped portly out of concern
tho organizers would plead guilty to a mis-
demeanor, which would prohibit prosecu-
tors from bring serious felony charges loter
becauso of double jeopardy

The turnabout in charges came as a sur-
prieo to the chief. South Oakland Narcotica
Intelligenco Consortium investigators,
which includes Hills and Novi police, devel-’
oped loads for the casa and spearheaded
the investigation.

“I was just shocked nt the time. We
woren't ndvised of their decision,” snid
Dwyer, who found out from reportera.
