Every time you see or hear a
medic message, you interpret
and create personal meaning
from {t. If you are media literate,
you can take it ono step further:.
You are ablo to chollenge and
question the messages you are
sceing and hearing, You can also
control your own interpretation
of what you see and hear.

Most of us are passive media
viowers, but wo don’t have to be.
Wo just have to know how to
raise the right questions about
what we aro seeing. Thero are &
fow important things we all need
to know about media messages,
whether the message comes
packaged as a TV sitcom, music
video, video gamo or movie.

The most important thing to
know is that most media mes-
sagea are constructed by some-
one, or by a group of people.
Think back to the last Ford com-
mercial you saw. Do you know
how it was created? Someons
wroto tho script, then someone
else went out and taped the
footage, and yet another pergon
put the commercial together.
The truth is, we only sea what
the creator of the commarcial
wants us to see. We don't get to
gee or hear the images that were
not selected to be part of the
commercial. What happened to
the footage that was not select-
ed? How would the mesange
have been different if the other
footage and imnges were includ-
cd? Secondly, oach medin mes-
sage is created using a unique
set of rules, or conventiona,

The noxt time you watch &
horror movie, pay attention to
when you hear the scary music.
You will probably hear it juat
buforo something bad is about to
happen. The music serves as o
clue to the next part of the story.
Or try counting the number of
laugh tracks you hear in n sit-
com, ike *Frionds"™ or
“Roseanno.” Notice that each
time the studio audience laughs,
it sounds the same. Theaa bits of
laughter are called laugh tracks
and are meant to tell us that &

story differently than your fami-
1y if it is about a topic that ia
important to you or even pre-
sented by someone you like or
dislike.

Now that you know what to
look for while watching TV,
reading the newspaper or surf-
ing the net, you can ask the fol-
lowing questions about each
‘Who ere-
ated this message, and why are
they sending it? What tech-
niques are being used to attract-
my attention? How might differ-
ent people understand this mes-
sago differently than mo? What
is omitted from thia messngo?
When you have asked these
questions about the message,
you are able to interpret the
mesaage for what it is, and not
be passively influenced by it.
Once you aro nble to consciously
interpret medin messages, you
can make cducated choices nbout

differont types of media mes-
snges. Somo of the workshop top-
ics include instruction on how to
deal with stercotypes in the
media, how to watch television
news, how to teach kids to be
good modia consumers, how to
watch TV with tho family and
many others. Wa can also tailor
2 workshop to fit the needs of
your group,
