Register Weapons Now

Anyone having an unregls-
tered machine gun, sawed-off
shotgun, short-barreled fifle
or other gangster-type weapon,
or a device such as a bomb,
grenade or land mine, may
it with the Internal
Revenue Service without pen-
alty from Nov. 2throvgh Dec, 1,

‘The Gun Control Act of 1968,
signed Into law recently, es-
tablishes a 30-day period for
the registration of certainwea-
pons and destructive devices,
The registratfon requirement
does not affect ordinary rifies,
shotguns, pistolsand revolvers.

The Gun Control Actlaw pro-
vides that information or evi-
dence submitted in registering
a weapon during this period
cannot be used against the Teg-

istrant In any criminal pro-

ceeding arising out of a prior

or concurrent violation of the

law, However, this would not

prevent prosecution for fur-

nishing false inforfaation,
