Temple Kol Ami in West
Bloomfield held a specinl service
Dec. 4 to cclebrate the 50th
anniversury of the ordination of
Founding Rabbi Emeritus Ernst
Conrad.

The service commemarated the
career, life and Jeadership of
Rabbi Conrad, a respected leader
in the Jewish community.
Michael Meyer Ph.D., professor
of history at Hebrew Union Col-
lege, spoke.

Rabbi Conrad was selected
spiritual Jeader when seven fam-
ilies formed a liberal reform
Jewish congregation in July
1966, called The New Temple of
Qakland County. The name
changed in 1971 to Temple Kol
Ami (voice of my people). On
Aug. 1, 1986, he became Found-
ing Rabbi Emeritus of Temple
Kol Ami {(meaning “voice of my
people”), and he continues to
serve in that capacity.

Rabbi Conrad has long been a
strong advocate of the freedom of
pew and pulpit, which is the cor-
nerstone of the cangregation he
helped to build. He defines
Reform Judaism as “a way of life
based on a libern] interpretation
of the Torah in its widest sense,
leading to the performance of
those mitzvoth (good deeds),
which makes for meuningful
Jewish lives und moving ua to
pursue social justice for all the

children of God.”

Rabbi Conrad was born in
Berlin, Germany in 1921 and
moved to the United States in
1939, He graduated from the
University of Cincinnati in 1941.
He was ordained Rabbi at the
Hebrew Union College in Cincin-
nati in 1947, and pursued gradu-
ate studies in the Oriental Semi-
nary of the John Hopkins Uni-
versity in Baltimore.

Ralbi Conrad also wkerved at
synagogued in Maryland, North
Carolina and Maryland and
Temple Beth Jacol in Pontiac,

Rabbi Conrad has taught Bib-
lieal Archaelogy at Oakland Uni-
versity and was ndvisor to Jew-
ish students on campus.

He served as Rabbinie Advisor
to Michigan State Temple Youth
from 1971-83 and was named
Honorary Advisor for Life.

Rabbi Conrad has served as o
board member and chairperson
of numerous religious and com-
munity organizations. He serves
as facilitatar to a biblical study
group under the auspices of the
Institute for Retired Profession-
als at the Jewish Community
Center.

In recognition of his service,
the Central Canference of Ameri-
can Rabbia has granted hima
lifctime honorary membership in
their arganization.
