Psychiatrist to examine defendant

A forcnsics psychiatriat will
conduct an examination of mur-
der defendant Harold David
Bloom in the Oakland County

_Jail to help determine whether

the Farmington man {s mentally
capable of paﬂ.mpallng in 47th
District Court proceedings.

On Monday, Judge Marla
Parker adjourned Bloom's pre-
liminary examinntion until 8:30
a.m. Friday, Feb. 11. Ovor the
next month, Dr. Michael Abram-
sy of Birmingham will go to the

interviewed at the Oakland
County forensica center. “There
han to be a furensics report done™
first, he said.

“The only issue that must be
docided is is he (Bloom) compe-
tent to continue with pruccud-
ingu,” Barron said.

Parker quickly ruled in favor
of allowing Abramaky to do the
exam of Bloom beyond the origi-
nal 14-day stipulation. I did
authorize this the Iast time.”

Following the brief hearing,
Fanego reiterated what he told
Parker. He wants as much infor-
mntmn u:hhe can § got bufnre

jail and conduct psychiatric teat-
ing of the 52-ycar-old Bloom,
charged in the death of hia ais-

ter.

In doing 80, Parker waived her
earlier requiroment that paychi-
atric testing of Bloom be done
within twe wecks of his Dec. 28
arrgignment when he wasn
charged with the first-degroe
premeditated atabbing of Susan
Carol Disner of Farmington
Hills,

Prior to Parker's ruling,
Bloom's defense attorney, Jose
Rafael Fanego, and Oakland
County assistant prosecutor
Mare Barron presented opinions
to the judge about whother
Bloom ought to undergo the test-
ing at the county forensics cen-
ter. Bloom wan present at the
hearing.

Fanego asked for more time
for such testing to determine if
Blosm is mentally compatent to
face further court hearings and
possibly a jury trinl.

Thu defense attorney told
Parker his client was only visit-
cd once by Abramsky since the
arraignment, due to the fact that
Bloom was snid to have been.on
a *suicide watch.” Since then,
Blopm has been moved to a
secure part of the jail.

But Barron opposed the
cequest, snying it is proper legal
procedure for a defondant to bo

in order to be an cfrcchvc Inwyer
for Bloom.

“He (Abramsky) knows what
questions to ask to determine
whether he meeta the legal defi-
nition” of insanity, Fanego aaid.
“If Dr. Abramsky tells mo,
“There’s really no evidence here
of insanity and it appears Mr.
Bloom should be held to the
samo standards you or I would
be held to,” then 30 days from
today we’ll just come back here
and cenduct a preliminary exam-
ination.”

But if the doctor finds that
Bloom mects that definition,
Fanego said he'd inform Barren
“that insanity is an issue, which
triggers the statute (that) ...
you've got to refer the guy to the
forensics center” to conduct o
completed evaluation prior to
beginning the preliminary exnm.

Bloom, who if convicted could
receive up to life in prison, is

. charged with the Doc. 27 stab-

bing doath of Disner. Duritg the
Dec. 28 arraignmont before
Pnrhr, it was detailed that Dis-
ner was stabbed 14 times jnside
Bloom's residence at Jamestown
Apartments on Grand Rivar. Sho
was prenounced dead dt the
scene.

Parkor then ordered Bloom
held without bond in the Oak-
land County Jail.
