After completion
of n special training program,
home visitors will bring a new
toy or book to the home and will
demonatrate its use as an educa-
tional too), These books nnd toys
remain in the home to allow the
family to continue to work on

erbal interaction skills between
isits and after program comple-
tion. Voluntcers are asked to
make a commitment of four
hours per week until June 2000.

Graduates of the Parent Child
Home program average a 15-
point gain in IQ, maintain aver-
age grades through eighth
grade, and gronduate from high
school at o normal rate. Parent
Child Home is recognized and
endorsed by the U.S. Depart-

ment of Education, and the
Child and Family Studies Center
of the National Institutes of
Mental Health, Funding through
United Way allows CSS to enroll
30 families in the program.
