cially declare their party. But
you vote for only one party.

Only the Repubticans will rec-
ognize the outcome of voting in
this open primary. The
Democrata — Lyndon LaRouche
is the only candidato on the bal-

lot — and Reform Party ~ ropre-
sonted by Donald Trump ~ do
not.

The Democratic National Com-
mittes haa decided it weon't rec-
ognize the outcome of votes in
“open primaries,” becauso such
primarios allow for crossover

voting.

style” caucus meotings to be held
around the state on March 11,
Altogether in the room at the
same time, Democrats will vote
by raising their hands in those
meotings.

There is no law to prevent vot-
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era from casting ballots in both
the primary and the March 11
caucuses. There is also no croas-
checking aystom to detormine if
a voter casts ballots Jn both the
Feb. 22 primary and the March
11 caucuses.

In tho primary, any rogistered
voter may participate. In the
caucus, Democrata ask only that
vaters declare themselves to be
Democrats when registering. To
participate in the caucus, voters
need not be actual party mem-
bera.

The locnl clerks nlso remind
voters that the Feb, 22 primary’
in Farmington and Farmington
Hills is for the office of prosident
only.
