But Chauncey Wol-
cott was dedicated to the tem-
perance movement.

On one occasion, tho barn
parts were ready to be raised,
but without their refreshments,
the workers refused to finish the
barn, One of the neighbor. final-
ly brought some spirits and the
barn was finishod.

Orange Culver, whose farm
was on 14 Mile, waa the first to
have his grain milled at the
Steelo Grist Mill in Sleepy Hol-
low, Orange Culver carried the
grain on his back all the way to
the mill to have it ground.

John Button was a cousin of
the Buttons who had a farm on
the current 12 Mile. He aerved
na one of the Naorth Farmington
poat masters. His aon, George,
served under Moses Wisner in
the Civil War. John Button
moved to Flushing in 1872,

At first the North Farmington
Cemetery was called the Wolcott
Cemetery. The first grave was
that of a young girl. Chauncey
Wolcott already had a small
cemetery on his land and the
remaina were moved to the new
cemctery.
