“The county initinted this
innovative program to provido
local communities with financial
asaistanco for costly, but mon-
dated, environmontal infrastruc-
ture projects,” Moffitt said,
Sever oxplained the $26 mil.
lion fund was npproved lnat yoar,
based on o rezommendation from
County Execative L. Brooks Pat-
terson. Tho monoy comes from
dolinquent fees on taxes, not
