Farmington Hilla' two Kmart
stores nvoided the chopping
block Friday as the financially
troubled retail giant disclosed its
list of under-performing stores
scheduled to bo closed,

Nearby stores that are sched-
uled to shut down include the
Livonin Big Kmart on Plymouth
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and the Novi Big Kmart on West
Onks Drive.

Store manngers at the Farm-
ington Hills' Kmarts refused to

comment when contacted Friday,
referring all questions to the
company's corporate offico in
Troy.

The company announced it
will close 284 under-performing
stores as part of its initial Chap-
ter 11 financial objoctives
review. The stores to be closed
include 271 Kmart discount
stores and 12 Kmart Super-
conter retail outlots in 40 states,
