“You can't let the water boil too
long, or it will de-oxygenate.”

She doesn’t come by this
information off the top of her
head, either. Pudlik has been
certified by the Protocel School
of Washington in tea etiquette,
She reccived @ binder several
inches thick containinga
wealth of knowledge, compiled
by the same people who have
provided etiquette training for
presidents and their wives, as
well as other government offi-
cinls and dignitaries.

She is also certificd through
‘Tea Room 101: The art of own-
ing a tea room, That invelved
three doys of clnsses taken in
Kentucky.

“I have taken this as farns |
can take it,” Pudlik said. “But
there hias never come a point
where I feel 1 have been limited
in my learning. There's always
something more to know:"

Knowledge of how to brew
tea is only the beginning of the
story. Tuble presentation and
service, as well as demeanor
during the tea, all require a cer-
tain protocol.

Pudlik knows how to seta
propet Victorian tea table, with
special dishes and utensils for
lemon slices and raw sugar
cubes, Tea is served from the
pot; a strainer is used to cateh
loose tea leaves.
