Even though you have no con-
trol over route or altitude, there
are some things you can doto
still get good pictures, To begin
with, select a window scat
cither in front or behind a
wing. Set your camera’s focus-
ing ring at infinity and the
shutter speed control at 1/500
secand or faster, Because
depth-of-field in nerial photog-
raphy is normally insignificant,
awide aperture is usually what
you'll use in order to obtain as
fast a shutter speed as possible.
Make sure you don't brace
the camera against the window
or you'll pick up the vibrations
of the plane. Better still, be sure
your arms don't touch the plane
cither, so your body acts as o
“shock absorber™ against vibra-

tions.

What film should you use
from the air? Because extreme-
Iy fast shutter speeds are
mandatory, faster films are usu-
ally ealled for. Kodak T-Max
400 is a good black and white
choice while Ektachrome 200
or Kodacolor 200 arc good
color sclections depending on
whether you desire slides or
prints. Remember when you fly

commercially, never allow your
film %o pass through airport x-

ray devices, Most security per-
sonnel will gladly accommo-
date a request for & visual
inspection of film.

Use a skylight or UV filter at
all times to cut through haze.
Be careful in the use of a polar-
izer filter, however, when shoot-
ing color from an airliner, It
may interact with the polariz-
ing characteristics of the plastic
window material and result in
out of focus color bands in your
pictures.

Usea ycllnw filter for black
and white film, If haze is par-
ticularly bad, switch to ared fil-
ter. Because contrast is reduced
in aerial photography, you'll
have to overdevelop your film
to put snap back into negatives,

Have your camera ready and
listen for the pilot to identify
famous landmarks such as the
Grand Canyon, Heover Dam,
and Niagara Falls. Such loca-
tions photograph very weil
from the air. Other subjects to
look for are dramatic sunsets,
snowcapped mountains, and
city skylines. Look for patterns
in plowed farmlands or
checkerboard fields. Be on the

lookout for abstract shots, teo, '

1f the opportunity cxists,
don't overlook other meansof |
aerial photography. Light
planes and helicopters can give”
you greater control over diree- ,
tion and elevation, They can
bring you closer to the subject
and give you that spccml angle *
you may want. You'll be more
flexible in time of day, Loo. Late;
afternoon or early morning will
produce shadows nnd textures
not obtainable with a mid- duy
sun.
