Never in the history of the draft
borse has the future appeared 80
promising to breeders as cow, despite
the statements of a leading speaker
&t the ahnual meeting of the State
Veterinarlans’ assoclation at Minne-
apolis that the automobile and suto-
truck were driving it out of bual-
pesa. There {a no reason, in the light
of statistics, why the doom of the
draft horse should be spelled by the
&uto.

Though the enormous number of
aato-trucks tn the citles might lead
one (» belleve that they were crowd-
ing the draft horse out of buslness,
mctual figures do not prove it. Sta-
tistics in the office of the Mlionesota
stallion reglstration board show that
the number of sites used in this state
‘for horse-breeding has increased from
8.544, May 1, 1910, to 4445, May 1,
1912. Durlng the same perlod the
number of reglstered draft sires has
tncreased 35 per cent! therg 'mow be-
ing over 1,450 in Mlunesota. This s
an excellent gulde to conditions of
the Industry in tbis state and through-
out’the country.

Never fn the history of the Cbicago
end St. Louis markets, the two larg-
est ones in tho United States, has
the demand been 60 keen or the
prices 80 high for bigh class borses
of mll sypes, especlelly the superior
¢raft type. Statlstics from the U. 8.
bureau of animal industry show that
the pumber of horgos-in thls country
has increased -trom 13,500.000 tg 21.-
500,000 {a the past decade. Theé value
ot all borses [n this country has_in-
creased from'$45 to $115 in the s
period. ‘This'bas occurred” despue
the Increasa in the use.of atomo-

Pirst class draft bhora aye been
almost probibitive In price ‘this yeéar,
because of the gredt demand for them,
end » ‘team of drafters hus often
sold as bhigh as $800 to $1,000. The
demand for high class saddle and
earrings horses in the eastern citles
has been Bo great that their prices
bave beed almost prohidltive to
many who can afford automoblles.

All this should’ be very encourag-
tng to persons fn the Unlted: States

horses have Increaked st 83 rapld @

have kept soaring ti’ spits of 'the in-
crease, there ia no reason o belleva
that the automobily will ever drive
them out of buslness. Instead of the
automobile causing a searcity of
lorses, it would be mormp reasonable
t0 say that the scarclty of horses hos
caused the temporary advent of the
automoblle and auto-truck.

Farmers In Minoesota mneed not
fear, to grow mors borses, It they.are
large, sound, and serviceable, they
will always demand ths highest
prices. The horse industry is, found:
¢d on a permanent basls, and has no
reason to conflict with the automobile
industry In any way.

and commons. The king may not
have the remoteat notion of openiug
parliament, but the message {8 sent
just the same, and It is duly recelved
and acknowledged —Harper's Weekly.
