CULINARY HINTS

Black spot, once eetablished,
is hard to eradicate but if the rose
bushes' are kept covered with a -fine
film of sulphur, the fungus sporee will
not be able to penetrate the tissues.
1t is importsnt, though, to get this
suiphor on the pnder part of the
leaves a3 well ns on the tope. In -some
gurdens complette protection from
fungue troubles and from insects is
ebtained by thorqughly: spraylng all
the plants with water from the home
