Mr. Talbot’s exceptional finan-

ed valuable to his fellow-residents
of Farmington when turned to
the task of assisting in plans for
financing the erection of the pre-
sent Farmington Metho dist
Church building a number of
years ago. Mr, Talbot took an ac-
tive interest in the work and be-
sides lending his counsel and ad-
vice, was one of the largest con-
tributors to the fund.

Mr. Talbot was born in Adnan
November 21, 1878. He went with
his parents, Henry C. and Jennie
E. (Redmond) Talbot to Detroit
in 1889 and was educated in the
Detroit schools.

Mr. Talbot began his banking
career in 1896 with the Detroit
National bank, remaining with
them, 11 years when he became
assistant cashier of the National
Bank of Commerce in Detroit. He
became assistant to the president
in 1914 and in 1915 was elected
a vice-president, later taking
charge of that bank's ' office in
the General Motors building, the
growth and prosperity of which
is largely credited to Mr. Talbot.
In 1928, Mr. Talbot became pres-
ident of the Peoples State bank in
Pontiae, retiring in 19"9 because
of ill health.

Mr. Talbot had held offices in

the Farmington Methodist church
and the West Grand Boulevard
Methodist church, serving also as
trustee of Albion . college and
treasdrer of the Methodist Child-
ren’s home in Farmington.
- Mr, Talbot was also very prom-
inent in civic life, serving on the
board of the Detroit Citizen’s lea-
gue and holding memberships in
the Detroit Athletic club, Oakland
Hills Country club, Meadowbrook
Cotntry club, Detroit club, Pine
Lake Country club and the Forest
Lake Country club.

Among the many 'business en-
terprises in which Mr. Talbot was
interested were the Motor Metals

company of Detroit,: of which he.
