Difficulties have arisenein the
pperation of the mew automatic
centrifugel pump since it has been
{nstalled. Leaks have developed in
the air line and oiling system,
with the result that much more
pil than is usual has been getting
nto the water.
Due to these difficulties the en-|
ire pump must be lifted out of
he well and gone over carefully,
Fortunately, building of the pump
house which was to shelter the
machine had been delayed so that
labor required will be much less
than if the house had been con-
structed.

The old pumping system, which
will always be kept in good opera-
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dollars, although these achieve-
ments, Mrs. Dawson indicated,
have not been realized by the
public or by public officials.
