A faculty member In the
_biclogy department dissected
some of the fish and deter-
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mined that they have swollen
and inflamed gills, an in-
dication of poisoning.

Dr. Manilla speculated that

the poisoning could have been
done as a Halloween prank or
could be a result of con-
struction on the other side of I-
696 where a substance, such as
lime, could have got into a
storm drain that runs under
the expressway and onto the
campus.
Life Science Inc., an
Oakland County ecology
group, has donated its ser-
vices toward determining the
cause of the poisoning. The
group is headed by a Far-
mington man, Dr. Edwin M.
Knights.

THE STATE House of
Representatives has passed
and sent to Gov. Milliken a bill
of Rep. Marvin Stempien ({D
Livonia) requiring the in-
spection of deer and other
large game animals at the

| time of processing.

Milliken is expected to sign
it before the Nov. 15 deer
opener.

“Until now,"” said Stempien,
“there has been no state law
covering the processing of
wild game meat. Legally the
game Is the property of the
hunter. If it is found to be
spoiled at a processing
establishment, it Lcannot be
confiscated as a Health

hazard.”

The bill was supported by
the Dept. of Natural
Resources, the Dept. of
Agriculture, the Michigan
Consumers Council, sports-
men's and conservation
groups.

DEADLINE FOR com-
munities to submit ap-

to those communities whose
applications meet the Dec. I
deadline along with. other
requirements.

With a note of urgency to
communities whose ap-
plications have not been
submitted, Joseph Seavey,
Chief of the Department’s
Recreation Services Division,
reported that applications are
expected to substantially
exceed funds available. ““In no
way will we be able to con-

sider requests of latecomers,”"

EFFECTIVE Dec. 1, the
DNR's film loan unit will start
charging a service fee of $2 for
each movie which it books out,
unless the new rate is coun-
termanded by a federal order.

The new charge was
originally scheduled to start
Sept} 1, but it has been held
back under phase I of the
federal wage-price freeze
which expires Nov. 13.

DNR spokesmen report that
the $2 service fee is needed to
cover film booking and
handling costs which have
risen with the Department’s
heavy volume of loan
requests.

MORE THAN 13,000 of
Michigan’s registered
watercraft owners are getting
