more and deserves the bigher grade.
The hay grades, as defined by the
TUnietd States Department-of Agricul-
ture, are designed to reflect real mar-
ket vnlues: and consequently the al-
fnlfa grades emphasize leafiness.

‘There Is nlwnys prussic acld present
_ih. these two grasses but seldom in
suflicient quantity - to be dangerous.
When the grass 18 stunted by dronght,
however, the percentage of the acid
present s increased about 250 per
cent. It Is present In sufficlent quan-
tity to kil graring stock.

When this grass Is cut and cured in
a sllo, however, It agaln becomes us- ‘|
able after belng properly cured. The
grass when stored 13 wet down to ald
fermentation, and durlng the fermen-
tatlon the excess prussic acld is drlven
off. Rapld curing, Bowever, falis-to
bring this assurance of safety.

The Deportment of Agricultore rec-
ommends to farmers in doubt as to the
extent, to which the acld has been-re--
moved to try It out on one or two an-
Imals, rather than on an entire herd,
50 that if the acld is present In lethal
quantity an entire herd will not snffer
