“Dumping of clean dirt permit-
ted here,” reads 2 sign by the road
in one of the suburbs of the na-
tion’s capital, and it might be du-~
plicated in meaning at least in
many other parts of the United
States. Its implied appreciation
for common earth might be ludie-
rous were it not for the American
habit of filling almost any expanse
of unused roadside or waterside
with rubbish that is dirtier than
dirt and dismissing the result withi
“Ofy, that's the town dump.”

James Waldo Fawcett in, the
Washington Star-recently told of a
resident of Long Island, New York
who, returning from 2 trip to Eu-
rope, explained thus his mélan-
choly on what should have been a
happy homecoming:

The practice of littering the
landscape with the rusting re-
mains of discarded automobiles,
sewing machines, radio sets, iron
beds, wash-boilers, kitchen slqks
and tin cans—to say nothing of in-
adequate garbage disposal in many
‘American cities—is no compli-
nent to American mentality or
civic sense. 1t is wasteful not
only i the value of things th.rowu
away that might be reconditioned
or salvaged, but it is shamefully
wasteful also of the public herit-
age of natural beauty, of recre-
ational space and of residential
environment which a decent re-
spect for the feelings of others
would preserve. The average
American, from industrial mag-
nate to casual picnicker, has yet
to be schooled in a reasonable pub-
Jlic responsibility for the inoffen-
sive disposal of materials he is
through with. .

Still deeper runs the American
custom, even the cultivated cus-
tom of -throwing away as junk
any object as soon as it can be dis-
placed with another more to the|
fancy. Obsolescence, styling and
gadgetry have been played upon as
part of the business strategy of
keeping people buying. Stuart
Chase has remarked what a para-
dox it is that business should
spend millions of doMars combat-
ing waste in production and other
millions encouraging it in con-
sumption.

Perhaps America does have nat-
ural resources which make it eas-
ier to “turn in” a motorcar than to
repair it, to buy new razor blades
than to resharpen them, an
throw out dresses than to make
them over. But even in these days
of pinching on the part of many, &
full and finished use rather than

‘ only partial use would bespeak a
ibetter appreciation of resources—
and would retard the spread of
city dumps.
