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2 New Ski Areas Help

Boost State Business

Two new ski ‘areas in ad-
dition to 21 slopes and 13 lifts
at previously existing areas
indicate that Michigan should
have a record-setting year for
money spent on the slopes this
winter,  according  to
Automobile Club of Michigan.

An estimated 400,000 skiers

are expected to spend nearly *

$145 million on their sport in
Michigan before the season
ends, an increase of 10 per
cent over last season.

Fun Valley, operated by the
city of Mio, and Circle TNT,
near Port Huron, are the two
new areas operating this year.
They bring the total number of
Michigan areas to 66, one
above last year-more than
comipensating for the closing
of Ogemaw Hills, which is
being expanded,

southeast Michigan, most
operators have expanded
slopes, lifts and day lodges to
cope with larger crowds.

A brand new lodge and
cocktail lounge are featuredat
Mt. Holly along with a new
intermediate hill. Alpine
Valley, near Milford, offers
two new beginner’s hills
equipped with chairlifts.

The entire lodge at Pine
Knob, ' near Clarkston, has
been remodeled to a level even
more plush than last year,

The southeast Michigan
area includes six of the 16 ski
areas across Michigan which
now offer night skiing. Each of
these six also has snowmaking
machines to augment natural
snowiall.

Across the state, the cost of
lift tickets varies from about
$4 to $8. The higher the
charge, the better the lift
facilities available. ‘Areas
charging $4 or less per day

. usually do not offer a chairlift
and have rope !uws as their
basic lifts.

With economical meals at a
Southeast Michigan ski-area
cafeteria and sleeping at
home, a Detroit couple can
spqnd a weekend on the slopes
for about $50. Those persons
who want to stay at a ledge in
northern Michigan can find a
weekend costing up to $200 per
couple.

SKIERS WILL find that

improvements at many of the
ski areas they visit over the
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winter range from new and
expanded cocktail lounges or
heated pools to free baby-
sitting service.

In East Michigan, Sylvan
Knob, near Gaylord, has a
snack bar and ski school in
operation for the first time
this year.

In the same area, Mott
Mountain, near Farwell, has
added a two-place chairlift as
well as snowmobile rentals.
Avid “apres-skiers” will find
the new cocktail lounge at the
Pinnacles ski lodge a welcome
addition.

Skyline, near Grayling, has
Increased its skling area by
oue-third with the opening of
four new slopes and two rope
tows.

A half - million Christmas
trees are available for folks
wishing to cut their own this
year :at southeast Michigan
farms, according to
Automobile Club of Michigan,

The accompanying map
shows seven ‘“‘cut - your - own”
Christmas tree farms, near
Observerland.

Before visiting a cut - your -
own tree farm, Auto club
advises that these items be
obtained: money for the tree,
rope to tie the tree to the car or
hold the trunk lid down, rags
to protect the car from the
tree and a saw. Axes are
impractical for cutting a tree
and are not allowed at some
farms.
