Trial of Farmington school
board trustee Aldo Vagnozzi
on an assault and battery

charge has been set for Jan. 14-

before District Judge Dunbar
Davis in Plymouth.

Vagnozzi will waive his
right to @ jury, leaving the
verdict to the judge, according
to his attorney, Jack Bain.

Camplainant is Mrs. Mary
Kenney, wife of the leader of
an abortive recall  drive
against Vegnozi and two
other school trustees. Mrs,
Kenney alleges Vagnozzi
grabbed her by the arm and
abused her verbally as she
sought signatures on recall
petitions at a shopping center.

The charge, a simple
misdemeanor, carries a
maximum penalty of 90 days
and /or a $100 fine. Far-
mington District Judge
Michael Hand disqualified
himself from hearing the case
on the grounds of his long
acquaintance with Vagnozzi.
