NOVEMBER FIRST
DEADLINE SET
FOR 1934 TAXES

Now that many taxpayers have
pald up thefr back taxes of 1932
and prior years before Sept, 1,
1935, and saved interest and penal-
tles, the next thing for them to
worry about I8 another deadline
for the payment of 1933-1934 taxes.

The deadline is November 1.

If pald [n full before November
1, 1935, regular taxes of 1933 and
1934 may be taken care of by pay-
ing only the het amount of the tax
plus o four per cent collectlon fee,
If nat pald before Nov, 1, in addl-
tlon te the collectlan fee, there wiil
be payable 20 months® intecrest on
the 1933 taxes and clght months'
Intercst on the 1934 taxes, The in.
tereat rate of threefourth of one
per cent per month or nine per cent
a year. The 1933 and 1834 taxes
cannot be paid on the deferred bas-
la, Interest will be charged oo ape-
cial taxes {rrespeciive of the time
of payment.
