Dates to Indian in 1526

It Is often assumed that briar
plpes are made from' the wood or
root of the brigr rose, This s not
50; they are made from the.root
of the Mediterranean heath bruy-
ere, where St. Raphael is the cen-"
ter. The word “briar” 1s really a
corruption of “bruyere,” according
to a writer in London Tit-Bits.

Pipes. have a long bistory. The
first mention of Inkaling smoke by
the Indian was in 1528; the method
was a forked cane, the double end
belng inserted In the nostrils while
the other end was held over-the
burning herb. From ‘that they
changed- to the.clay pipe, oot un-
1tke the ones nsed {n modern times,
only very much smaller, and the’
smoke .was -expelled through the
nostrils. to obtain the full narcotle
benefit of the expensive herd. Other
pipes that were used were .the
‘Plpes 0f Pence.” These were
passed round the wirriors n order
of thelr rank and age. Also the
Indlan “War Pipe,” which had the
bowl protruding from one end of
the ax. These were the earilest
types smoked by the North Ameri-
can Indlans.

Heré are some mmples of plpes.
enjoyed by other patlons. The Lap-
landers wsed tbin Iron and walros
teeth. The West coast tribes of Af-
rica used sonpstone,which 1s a soft
substance, easlly carved and mold-
ed, and unaffected by heat. In In-
dia and Pessla, hookahs, whichfook
somewhat like a coffee percolator
at-first sight, are popular. Turkey
uses muth the same thing, but they
