This article deals
with population limitation,

Discussions .of °urban
density i
focus on “‘urbaneness.” They

often assume that a major
reliance has to be placed on
high density. ;
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ate either
positive or negative absolutes.
But some basic viewpoints
available to the community~
in addition to the-above— are:

1. A high level of quality of
life cannot be obtained
“efficiency” — judged by unit
dollar costs —~ is the main
determinant in - choosing
among options.

2. Private mobility need not
be an air pollutant.

3. The life style of the single
family home need not be anti-
social.

4. Rapid transit, or public
transportation, is needed as
an option for those who wish it,
but making it economically
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efficient (self-sustaining)
cannot be allowed to become
the ultimate factor in dic-
tating life styles.

5. The area need not
sacrifice its chance to offer a
full range of options of living
types merely to accommodate
a doubled or tripled
population.

6. What is needed is a full
range of options in these
matters available to all :the
people,

FOR ILLUSTRATIVE

purposes only, assume a
figure of three million were
arrived at as the number of
" people that could obtain a true
quality environment for living
in the Wayne County portion of

this region of finite natural
resources which must be both
conserved and shared.

A population of three million
people would represent a
growth of 343,000 or about 13
per cent. By comparison, both
the SEMCOG plan and the
Developing Urban Detroit
Area Research Project
(Doxiadis) plan assume, by
“the year 2000, about 4,500,000
in Wayne County out of a
regional total of 12 million to
15 million.

They differ in that SEMCOG
assumes Detroit population
will decline slightly and the
balance of the county will gain
three million where Doxiadis
assumes Detroit will gain
about one million and out-

county about two million. The
table gives the figures. Either
plan imposes a vastly altered
life style.
