Precious Salt Cellar Is
to Go in-Milan Exhibit

As token of friendship for Italy,
Austria temporarily, will part with
one of its most precious art posses-
sions, the famous salt cellar, made
by Benvenuto Cellini, the greatest
Italian goldsmith of the Renais-
sance period. This table decoration,
exccuted in pure gold, will form
part of the exhibition of, anclent
Italian’ goldsmith works at Milan,
to which many museums through-
out the .world are contributing
notes a Vienna United Press corre-
spondent.

This work of Cellini is.an elab-
orate center piece, crowned by,
mythological figurés, east in gold,
and decorated with enamel. Cellini
considered it his masterpiece, and
in his dlary described how enchant-
ed Cardinal Prince Ippolito d'Este,
who had ordered it, was. when he
saw the waxen model in 1539,

Despite his great wealth, this
prince was unable fo have it exe-
cuted in gold. Cellini hdd to wait
another wo years before he found:
a “Maccenas” injthe French King
Francis 1, for whom he fast it'ia
gold in Paris.. ! ;

“It is a hundred times: more di-
vine than I had thought,” the king
is teported s declaring. | Cellini
vividly described how, clad in a
shining silvery armor, holding a
basket with the thousand “good
guilders,” he had received from the
king, on his arm, with a 'dagger in
one and a sword, in the other hand,
he went home from the royal castle
to his hostelry. ;
