Work on the pew drain to be
constructed along the jmorth side
of Grand River avel will proba-
bly start as soon as the highway
bas been fully completed with
curbs and ‘other minor changes
made necessary by Its widening.

Although the highway is open
to_local traftic, certain parts are
still blocked off, making it neces-
sary that motorists uslng the
thoroughfare maintain & certaln
amount of caution.
