Edward Karow, national defense
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chalrman of the 17th district of the
American Legion submits the fol-
lowing article entitled: ‘“Pence
Through National Defense,”

The defense policy advocated by
the American Legion was not borne
of hysteria created by the rise to
power of dictators, On the contrary,
it was stated 20 yearg ago, by our
founders. When we came out of the
World-War, the need to share our
experiences, the desire to perpetu-
ate America as a great symbal of
liberty, led us to a calm appraisal
of the defense needs of our country.
That appraisal was expressed In
the National Defense Act of 1320.
With slight modification to meet
the demands of developing techni-
ques, our plan has stood the test of
the years. Though it was advanced
as & minimum statement of out
needs, It fs only recently that the
ery of the American Legion has
been heeded. It is only now, when
free nations are in peril, that the
natlonal cousciousness has accept-
ed it as a blueprint for an adequate
national defense. ' It is only now
that America builds towards that
plan as ane suiting our national
purposes.

Twenty years ago America had
cause to be thankful that a deadly
struggle with un-American foes had
been successfully concluded. Her
forces had made a great contribu-
don towards defeating ambitions
that would have been repellent to
American conceptions of liberty.
The success of that adventure was
so great that, for the moment, we
were proud in the belief that we
had shared as victors in the war
that would end all wars.

Holding the belfef that this was
a successful war to make democ-
racy safe mot alome for America,
but for all the world, we proceeded
to dismautle our defense forces.
The military machine that had
been forged in the World War
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first line of defense. For 12

urs there was no major naval
cqn:trunuon and In the land forces
there was an accompanying lack of
zeal for the malntainance of our
land forces.
Through all these years, The
American Leglon maintained the
position it had established original-
ly. The National Defemse Act of
1920 remained as our goal. This
Act called for 280,000 enlisted
men, and & National Guard of 425,
000 with proper complements of
ofiicer personnel, and the equip-
ment to support them ia the field.
But even that modest establish-
ment Is far greater than the force
that The American Legion has re-
quested down through the years.
For 1939, despite the huge arm-
aments of other natlons, we ask
for a modest Regular Army of
15,000 enlisted men., We ask for a
National Guard of 210,000. We ask
that the recommendations of the
Baker Board for our air armada
shall be superseded so that we
chall eventually have an alr force
o1 $,000 serviceable planes.
Our request is predicted -on the
graphic phrase that a secoud best
Navy is like a second best poker
sand. The second best Navy, like
the secoud best poker hand, is
of no value when the bluffing stage
iz over.
