Crop and Feed Loan Section of the
Farm Credlt Administration.

The loans Wil ‘be made as In
the past, only to' farmers 'whose
cash requirementa are small and
who cannot obtaln’ credit from any
other source, The money loanxd
will be limited to:the farmer's im-
mediate and actunl cash needs for
growing his 1939| erops or for the
purchase of feed’ for livestock.

Farmers who |can obtaln the
funds they need ffom an ludividual
production credit ‘association,
bank, or other ¢oncern are mot
cligible for cropjnnd feed loans
from the Emergency Crop and
Feed Loan Section of the Farm
Credit Administration. The loans
will not je madé to standard re
habilltation clients whose current
needs are provided for by the
Furm  Security |} Administration,
formerly known'hs the Resetile-
ment Administratfon.

As in the pasti farmers who ob-
taln emergency erop and feed loans
will glve as seclirlty a first lien
on the crop to be financed, or o
first lien an the livestock to be fed
it the mouey borrowed is to be
used to produce br purchase feed
for livestock. |

Where loans aje inade to ten
ants, the landlords, or others has-
ing an interest |in the crops il
nanced or the Hvestock to be fed,
are required to walve their claims
fn favor of a lien' to the Governor
of the Farm Credit Administration
untll the lien is repaid.

Checks in payment of approved
loans will be malled from the
Regfonal  Emergency Crop and
Feed Loan Office’ at St. Paul, Mina.

History of Elevators

The elevator dates from a plat-
form hoist made by Henry Water-
man of New York in 1850, this being
a.very crude affair operating be-
tween two floors. At about the same
time George H. Fox & Co. of Bos-
ton were building the same type of
elevator. In 1852 Elisha Graves Otis
bégan the manufacture of elevas
tors in Yonkers, N. Y., and in 1854
invented the first safety device to
keep the car platform from falling.
The first platform elevator was in-
stalled by Otis in 1857 in New York.
1In 1878 Charles R. Otis invented the
safety governor. The first passen-
ger elevator in an office building was
of the steam-driven type and was
installed in New York in 1869.

Calitornia’s First Ofl Relinery

The first oil refinery was built in
California in 1876 at Newhall by the
Star Oil works company, which had
successfully begun commercial pro-
duetion of crude oil in nearby Pico
canyon in 1875. The refinery had a
daily capacity of 20 barrels. “oil
was hauled to it in wooden barrels
from Pico canyon. In 1879 the Pa-
cific Coast Qil company tock over
the holdings of the former company
and a two-inch pipe line—also the
first in California—was then laid
from Pico canyon to this pioneer re-
Gnery. In 1883 the refinery was
permanently shut down, and oil
from the Newhall field was shipped
by rail in tank cars to the new and
4arge refinery of the Pacific Coast
0il company at Alameda, ncar.San
Francisco.

Witcheralt In Mexleo

The practice of witcheraft oceurs
in Mexico with some local flavor,
but follows the universal ancient
formulas—powders, skulls, magic,
destroying the images of enemies,
charms, curses, cures, incantations.
The “doctors” who practice it have
thelr credulous clients sit for hours

Usually the client is
asked to bring along a personal be-
longing, such as a photograph or
handkerchief, of the person on
whom he wishes to work magic.
