ASK FARMERS' AID

IN PROTECTING

BLACK TOP ROADS

State Highway Commissionet

{ Murray D. Van Wagoner appealed

t¢ Michigan farmers this week
for assistance in preventing dam-
age 10 black top roads.

The commissioner polnted out
that fleld engineers had reported
extensive damage to black-top
roads by farm tractors with lugs
on their wheels. He said that the
damage was becoming a serious,
problem because of large addition-y
al mileage of black-top roads on
the state highway system as a
result of improvement programs
on farm-o-market and secondary|

ads.

Tractors Prohibited

“The law prohibils the operation
of tractors with lugs on highways
of the state” the commissioner|
sald. “Black top roads are most
affected by this practice and farm-
ers can do much to preserve these
roads by cooperating in the ob-
servance of this law.”

The law provides for a penalty
of $100 fine or a jall sentence or
both for violations, The commis-
sloner suggested that farmers
place planks on the surface when
it s mecessary for them to move
thelr tractors over the highways,

Sulphur, Recommended
For Poultry Disease

Coceidiosis, so common to chick-
ens, turkeys, geese, ducks and

problem to the poultryman as it
exacts a heavy toll from his flocks,
at times ranging as high as 90 to
100 per cent mortallty.’

It is particularly prevalent dur-
ing the warm days of spring-and
early summer. It Is then that es-
pecfal care should be given to
contro} the disease as the copdl-

tions for its spread are most favor-
able at this time,

In the past, attempts have been
made to control, cure and prevent
the disease by various measures
and ali . kinds of remedies and
quack nostrums have been offered
the poultryman. The Extension
Service of the Texas A. | M. Col-
lege has found that coccldiosis can
be prevenied through the feeding
ot 5 per cent commercial flour
sulphur.

They recommend that 5 per eent
of the commercial flour sulphur
be included in the mash from the
time the chicks are two weeks old
