NEW TRAFFIC LAW
PROVIDES 25 MILE
SPEED LIMIT

(Editor's Note: This is the sec.
ond of a series of ten articles, pre-
pared by the Michigan State Police
high-spotting Michigan's new tratf-
fle law which becomes effective
Sept. 29, Important changes have
been made In customary driving
habits. Greater safety—and fewer
traffi¢ arrests—will result from a
close study of these articles.)

speed limit under
Michigan's new traffic law is 25
miles per hour in both business
and residential districts. It was
formerly 15 miles per hour in busi-
ness districts and 20 miles per hour
In the residential districts.

Local authorities may establish
higher speed limits in either busi-
ness or residential distriets.

than 25 miles per hour.

AD highways on which the Mmit
Is set in excess of 25 miles an hour
must be designated- as through
highways and adequate signs
posted Informing the motorist of!
the permissable speed. Entrances
to such highways, the Michigan
State Police point out, must be
posted with stop signs.

May Increase Limit

Within citfes and villages the
state "highway commissioner may
Increase speed limits on state high-
ways outside of business districts.
adequate signs will inform the
motorists of such limits in ex-
cess of 2§ miles per hour.

Signs are not necessary in busi-

ness or residential districts except
where the limit Is in excess of 25
miles per hour. Motorists driving
on unmarked streets in either busi-
ness or residential districts are
subject to the 25 mile per hour
limitation,
. On the open road outside the
limits of cities and villages, a
safe and prudent speed is lawful.
The new law, however, in case of
vehicles towing other vehicles or
trailers, set a definite speed limit
of 50 miles per hour. This applies
especially to house trailers.

Speed regulations of this act are
based on recomimendations of the
National Conference on Street and
Highway Safety, and puts Miehi-
gan in step with other states In a
uniform traffic code.

"Mule Is Rated as Most

Valuable Farm Animal
WASHINGTON.—The mule seems
1o be winning its fight for existence
in the'United States, but the horse
is not doing so well,

A government survey shows there
‘were 4,382,000 mules in the country
in 1938. This was a reduction of 1
per cent from 1937 but the number
of mules foaled in 1938, while small-
er than the number of deaths of old
mules, was the largest in 10 years.
‘Ofcials found mules in every state,
though too few in New England to
be included in the figures. More
than 80 per cent of the total was
found in the South.

The survey showed 10,800,000
work-horses in the country, some in
each state but more than 55 per
cent in the North Central states,
The total was 3 per cent less than
in 1937, with the number of horses
foaled in 1938 the smallest in six
years. The work-horse total has de-
clined about 50 per cent in the last
20 years.

The federal specialists rate the
mule as the most valued of farm
animals, giving it a national aver-
age of $118, as contrasted with $84
for the horse and $56 for the cow.
