IS DELICIOUS
AND ECONOMICAL

With Michigan’s help, the once
lowly and sometimes despised
boarding house prune has so many
‘partners in supplylng fruit for the
table that home economists Sug-
gest part of the varety can appear
on the table several times dally
with no affront to ‘appetites.

Pears and apples, peaches and
apricots and figs are among the
most Ilikeable additions to the
fruits that make good sauce.

Recommendations from the ex-
tension staft in home economics
at Michigan State College show
how these fruits are best treated.

Determine first if one wants 2
sauce or compote with apples or
pears. In the first, the procedure
is to cook sparingly with water
and add the sugar during the last
few minutes of cooking.

But in the compote, In which it
is desired to keep the fruit pleces
in shape without cooking to a
sauce, the sugar is added as the
cooking begins. The syrup hardens
the fruit pleces. *

Apples and pears also are good
for haking, Pears are peeled and
usually cut in half, but apples can
be cored and baked whole with

is to cook the fruit in the sime
water in which it Is soaked.
Most drled- apricots need 1o
soaking but can be placed directly
in boiling water and simmered for
30 minutes, Figs can be started in
cold water and simmered for 20 or
20 minutes. Dried peachies are best
goaked In cold water for a balf
hour and then cooked 15 to 20
minutes. Prunes ought to be drop-
ped in bolling water, left there for
an hour to get plump and “fhen
simmered for a hall hour!
