Trapping has been carrled
on throughout Ju]\ in an effort to
locate this drended {nsect.

This insect emerges from the soil
some time after July 1 [n Michigan,
and..remains In the beetle. stage
some thirty to forty-five days, dur*
ing which time it feeds on the foll-
age and fruits of some two hundrea

or more species of plants. It i3 par- [

ticularly fond of féeding on the
fruits of apnte, plum, peach, cherry,
raspberry and blueberry and upon
the folinge of grapes, linden, elms
aud horse-chestnut. It is In this
stage that we carry on a trapping
program.

“After feeding the female. beetle
returns into the ground where she
usually deposits around [ifty eggs
doring her lifetime. These éggs
hatch out In about two weeks after
they are laid into 2 grub or larvae.
The larvae feeds on. the roots of
grasses and legumes and' often-
times attacks the 'roots of iris,
peonies, gladiolus and strawbesries.

It is during the larvae stage that|’

we carry on our spraylng program
to kill the bectles. Arsenate of lead
is sprayed on the seil within a ra-
dius of 300 feet of atrap where a
beetle has been caught at the rate
of 1,000 pounds ped acre and is
washed fnto the soll pith an appli-
cation of water.
